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Another Magnus...

 Time Magazine, for January 11, 2010, printed an article about a champion 

chess player from Norway, who recently won a significant chess tournament in 

London. The championôs name is Magnus Carlsen, and he is only 19 years of age. 

The former champion chess player, Gary Kasparov, a native of Russia, says of Mag-

nus Carlsen: "Before heôs done, Carlsen will have changed our ancient game con-

siderably." The big reason for his special skill is likely due to the fact he is one of a 

generation of players who learned the game from using computers. He is usually 20 

moves ahead of his opponent. 

 But let me tell you my reasons for being thrilled at reading about this young 

man. I have carried and answered to this Norwegian name, MAGNUS, for 87 years 

and have longed to meet another man with the same first name. I remember a distant 

uncle, Magnus, who lived in Alaska, and whom I never met, but from my motherôs 

stories about him, he always impressed me. Her accounts of Magnus Bugge served 

to make me wish even more intensely to meet another man by that special name. 

 The Norwegian/American community in which I grew up (Minnesota) 

seemed to have no trouble calling me "Mag..." and let it go at that. However, when I 

went out for football in high school, my coach renamed me "Mac...". I think that is 

my most prevalent nickname, even today. After all, the name Magnus does seem 

rather outdated and far too formal. The title, Pastor Egge, or just plain "Mac" will 

always be just fine with me. 

 Along with this most interesting story about this young man winning The 

London Chess Classic, Time Magazine printed a full page picture of him. His atti-

tude certainly must be described as "boring" and rather indifferent to the attention 

he is attracting. Magnus Carlsenôs prolific excellence with the game of chess must 

be rooted in a deep intuitive sense of how to master the game. We will be thrilled to 

read of him, and hear of him, as he enters other tournaments and accomplishes his 

goals. All I can say is that another Norwegian, named Magnus has been introduced 

to the world and Iôm ever so proud to share his name. 

 Several years ago someone told me the name Magnus is related to another 

Latin word from which the word, magnificent, is derived. Well, it impressed me for 

a little while, but I have been unable to verify this bit of information. Perhaps some-

day it will be made clear to me. In the meantime, Iôm happy to have been made 

aware of another person, who is much more likely to impress others by his living 

with this name than I have ever intended or have ever dreamed of doing. Amen and 

Amen.
